A quick translation of some of the text in the protocol the judge made from the trial at SETSKOG, 1 day gathered trial (i.e. several dogs participate the same day - at different terrains and judges).

0900 hrs Starting with 0 degrees C. Light breeze from North-East at start. During the day shifting wind.

0950 hrs. Lotus marks scenting - ca. 200 m distance and leads us to tracks. Starts tracking.

10.20 hrs. End of tracking which Lotus did extreemely well.

10.30 hrs. Judge sees elk cow with calf from 150 m distance at the edge of a marsh. The dog doesn't see them nor smells/scents them due to wrong wind (coming from the other side).

11.05 hrs. The dog marks by ears (hearing). Moves forward 200 m - hears elk that flee from 70 m distance. We find tracks showing that they fled in a hurry - two elks.

11.40 hrs. The dog marks. Scenting 200 m distance. Judge sees two elks moving slowly away from 80 m distance. The dog is silent and calm.

11.45 hrs. Pause until 12.15 (and a snack :))

13.30 hrs. The dog marks by secnting and an elk bull approaches us from a distance of 80 m, the dog marks and sees the elg. The bull turns and disappears slowly away. The dog calm and silent with a slack leash.

15.30 hrs. End of trial.

Conclusion: Lotus is a young dog who had difficult wind that shiftet much today.  Today he used all his senses (sight, ears, nose). He cooperates very well with his handler. He is a calm and harmonic dog.

Points:

1. Behaviour in search for elk: 8 points x 1 (weight - importance)  = 8 points

2. Ability to find elk: 8 points x 3 (weight) = 24 points

3. Behaviour when approaching the elk: 8 points x 3 (weight) = 24 points

4. Behaviour in front of/ when sight of elk: 9 points x 2 (weight) = 18 points

5. Tracking: 9 points x 1 (weight) = 9 points. 

Sum: 83 points. 1st price. 

Top score in any moment are 10. 75 points must be achieved to get a first price and then the tracking must get at least 7 points (no price at all if less than 7 points in tracking - not a 2nd or a 3rd price either). To get a 1st price the judge MUST see the elk. No 1st price if the handler or the dog see the elk but the judge doesn't see it. A first price can be given if only the judge sees the elk and not the handler or the dog, but to get 9 or 10 points in tracking the judge MUST be sure that the dog DID see the elk...

This was a quick translation - not accurate - just done in a hurry to give you a little "clue" :).
